It is difficult nowadays not to have some knowledge of the economy and economic systems. All
business organizations are affected to some degree by economic forces such as the rate of inflation and the
amount of skilled labour available. Clearly, firms will benefit if the economy becomes more prosperous;
wages rise and customers have more money to spend. The economy is an immensely complex entity.

There are a number of ways in which a government can organize its economy and the type of
system chosen is critical in shaping environment in which business operate. An economic system is quite
simply the way in which a country uses available resources (land, workers, natural resources, machinery
etc.) to satisfy the demands of its inhabitants for goods and services. The more goods and services that can
be produced from these limited resources, the higher the standard of living enjoyed by the country’s citizens.

Planned economics.

Planned economies are sometimes called «command economies» because the state commands the
use of resources (such as labour and factories) that are used to produce goods and services. Planned
economies are economies with a large amount of central planning and direction when the government takes
all the decisions, the government decides production and consumption. Planning of this kind is obviously
very difficult, very complicated to do and the result is that there is no society which is completely a command
economy. Command or planned economies have a number of common features.

The best examples of this type of economy are to be found in small South-East Asian states like
Hong Kong and Singapore, though even they are not pure examples of market economies. Even they
contain some business owned and run by the state.

In a true market economy the government plays no role in the management of the economy, the
government does not intervene in it. The system is based on private enterprise with private supplies of
capital, which can be defined as surplus income available for investment in new business activities. Workers
are paid wages by employers according to how skilled they are and how many firms wish to employ them.
They spend their wages on the products and services they need. Consumers are willing to spend more on
products and services, which are favoured. Firms producing these goods will make more profit and this will
persuade more firms to produce these particular goods rather than less favoured ones.

Command and market economies both have significant faults. Partly because of this, an intermediate
system has developed, known as mixed economies.

A mixed economy means very much what it says as it contains elements of both market and planned
economies. At one extreme we have a command economy, which does not allow individuals to make
economic decisions, at the other extreme we have a free market where individuals exercise considerable
economic freedom of choice without any government restrictions. Between these two extremes lies a mixed
economy. In mixed economies some resources are controlled by the government whilst others are used in
response to the demands of consumers.

Technically, all the economies of the world are mixed: it is just the balance elements between market
and planned elements that alters. Some countries are nearer to command economies, while others are
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closer to free market economies. So, for example, Hong Kong has some state-controlled industry, while
Cuba has some privately owned and controlled firms.

The aim of mixed economies is to avoid the disadvantages of both systems while enjoying the
benefits that they both offer.

Finance is the function in a business that is responsible for acquiring funds for a
firm and managing funds within a firm (for example, preparing budgets, doing cash flow analyses) and
planning for the expenditures of funds on such assets as plant, equipment and machinery. Most
organisations have a manager in charge of financial operations. His duties are: planning, budgeting,
obtaining funds, controlling funds (funds management), collecting funds (credit management), auditing,
managing taxes and advising top management on financial matters.

Economics is a social science. The fields of political science, sociology, psychology, and economics
often overlap. Because of the abundance of economic data and the ample opportunity for scientific research
in the real world, economics is sometimes called the "queen of the social sciences". Once you have
developed the economic way of thinking, economics will be relatively easy.

The tasks of all the economists are to use the new economic activity effectively. The graduates of the
economic departments will work at different accounting offices, departments, banks, ministries, etc. So it is
important for economists in our country to be educated and well-trained.
